Negative impact on tourism. 


The EIA did not do a comprehensive study on the impact on tourism numbers businesses and income. A decrease in the water quality will affect heath and safety of beach users and will impact on major sport events such as ironman, Ocean racing series, Hobie competitions and general tourism.

Negative impacts on our reef systems. The waste produced by such intensive farming will cover the reefs which lie between the farm and the beach. These reefs are the mainstay of the diving fraternity in Port Elizabeth a large and important recreational activity.
